It’s that time of year again,
Christmas is upon us and it’s
time to celebrate! With so
many wine offers from the various supermarkets and
wine suppliers at this time of year, it is very difficult
to recommend individual wines, particularly as we
have to select so far in advance of Christmas.
Therefore, we decided this month we would give you
a recipe for the old Christmas favourite, MULLED
WINE! What more can you want than a steaming
glass of fragrant, fruity hot wine, particularly on a cold
evening, there is nothing better to banish the winter
chills.
Our recipe, which serves approximately 8 people,
consists of the following:
| 75cl Bottle of good red wine
Half a pint of water
Half a pint of Orange Juice
2 Tablespoons of Caster Sugar
Quarter a pint of Brandy
2 Tablespoons of Grand Marnier (or other
orange based liqueur)
| Orange sliced
| Apple diced
2 Schwartz Mulled Wine Spice Sachets
Place wine, water, orange juice, sugar and mulled wine
spice in a large saucepan. Heat to just below boiling
point and hold this temperature for 10 minutes,
stirring occasionally. Remove sachet. Stir in Brandy,
Grand Marnier and fruit, leave it to stand for a couple
of minutes and serve.
So, our recommendation is to pop the Sausage Rolls
and Mince Pies in the oven, wash them down with a
glass of this delicious mulled wine, and Hey Presto it’s
Christmas! So enjoy! Cheers and a Happy Christmas
and New Year to you all.

fm The November meeting of the KBS Parish Council took place on Monday 2nd November in
Lot - the Village Hall, together with 9 members of the public plus District Councillor, Eric Batts.

Apologies received from OCC. Councillor, Mrs M. Tilley.

Public Participation. A question was raised regarding Southmoor House and the relevant planning application.
Why had it been refused? Clr Batts advised that planning regulation regarding affordable housing had changed.
The Southmoor House application had none, and was now required to provide some (40%). The applicant could
not currently meet this requirement and the application was therefore refused.

A member of the Public commented on the fact that some of the new houses on the Southmoor Grange
development are exceedingly close to the Waggon Path, and why had the designers built so close? The issue will
be raised with Taylor Wimpey.

The level of “Art” provision to be incorporated in the Village Hall entrance feature (Dry Stone walls) was raised.
The Village Hall Committee expected to discuss that week. The Village Hall Management committee had
received little feed back to applications for improvement grants from S106 monies. Although the Chair advised
that the info from a meeting held that afternoon with VOWHDC officials had advised that the application was
likely to be granted.

Further info, since then, indicated that a priority area for S106 monies was in fact to be directed at Village Halls,
in order to cope with the perceived increase in usage demand from the ongoing developments and increased
population. Mention was also made as to the undertaking by the Parish Council to match the funding made by the
Village Hall to the desired Improvements, in addition to S106 monies.

The rebuilt Bus Shelter at Latton Close; a decision had been taken to make better use of the Bench seat, and
relocate within the village and utilise ABS planking to provide seating. Difficulties were being experienced in
fastening and support of said planking.

A meeting has been held with VWHDC, S106 officers in order to discuss the distribution of S106 monies, in
particular from the Taylor Wimpey site, and the fact that there is a disagreement as to how the monies should be
apportioned. A further meeting is scheduled for some time in December. Clr. Batts to continue to pursue an
agreeable outcome.

The issue of the Sports Field Development, the proposed New Pavilion, and the prospective hand over of the
Sports Field land to the Parish Council was raised and the "Licence to occupy" was considered, in that does it
constitute sufficient security to the Sports Clubs, and the Parish Council.

OCC is back on track to achieve the target-agreed-back in 2013-of connecting 64,500 homes and businesses
with superfast broadband by the end of 2015. By the end of August OCC had enabled over 56,000 premises to
be connected to superfast (24mbps) broadband, and expects the reach the goal of 64,500 premises by the end of
the year, on time and within budget.
Free Wi-Fi in Libraries
OCC has been awarded more than £86,000 by the Arts Council England for Wi-Fi to be installed in the 28
Oxfordshire Libraries that currently do not have it. (It is already installed in 15 of the county's 43 libraries). The
Wi-Fi fund supports the Arts council's goals around developing library services, ensuring that they are fit for
purpose now and in the future.

I was scrolling through New Scientist, as you do, and
I was struck by the amount of articles in there about
how teens need to sleep in more. I was really
interested by this as I honestly feel its cause is
justified. No, really, this isn’t just an excuse to spend
more time with my head in a pillow. Especially as
teenagers get older, we feel that we need stay up later
because of the shift in our body clocks that comes
with adolescence, usually staying up by about two
hours later than we normally would. This means that
we need to get up later to manage the amount of time
we sleep for. However, school times have not
changed to allow the extra time. I’'m not saying two
whole hours later, but even an hour would make a
huge difference.

1/4 Tea Spoon Red Pepper (Paprika)

2 Mugs of Plain Flour

2 Mugs of Rice Krispies

Makes about 50 biscuits

Beat butter or margarine to soften.

Mix cheese with butter/margarine and pepper.
Add 172 the flour and 1/2 the krispies to the
cheese/butter/margarine/pepper and mix.

Add the remaining Flour and Krispies to the bowl
and mix again.

Roll into small balls about the size of a cherry and
place onto an ungreased baking sheet.

Flatten the balls with a fork (they do not spread
during baking).

Bake at 350f - 375f (160c -170c¢) until lightly brown
(about 15 mins).

women. Supporting our armed forces is as important as ever and I thank everyone that has donated to the Royal
British Legion or any of the other Forces charities this year.

There are a few issues which have crossed my desk which may be of interest.

Last month I took part in a very interesting debate in Parliament around the issue of nuisance calls. These are an
ongoing problem, especially for elderly and vulnerable people. I am pleased to say that the government and
phone companies have taken steps to combat them, for instance lowering the legal threshold of what constitutes a
nuisance call (and so making it easier to prosecute) and ensuring Ofcom and the Information Commissioners
Office share information to tackle those who make these calls.

If you run a small business, a campaign and roadshow by “Exporting is GREAT” has been launched to encourage
and advertise opportunities to businesses to export their products and services around the world. The initiative
also provides guidance, training and expert advice to help first-time exporters. Do to visit the “Exporting is
GREAT” roadshow, which will be in the south-east in May 2016 or visit their website exportingisgreat.gov.uk.

A new road safety dashboard has recently been brought to my attention. Created by the Parliamentary Advisory
Council for Transport Safety (PACTS), the dashboard provides statistics for traffic accidents. Unfortunately it
shows that there was an increase in the numbers of accidents in the constituency in 2014. While we all work to
make our roads safer, you can find out more information at www.pacts.org.uk/dashboard.

This month, my mailbag has been dominated by letters of concern about Fracking and its potential effects on
drinking water and risk of damage to the UK’s National Parks. I can assure readers that Government legislation
provides clear and strong regulatory protections for the environment, ensuring that fracking cannot be conducted
from wells that are drilled at the surface of National Parks. Other issues that have been brought up include the
dog-meat trade in Southeast Asia and the teaching of First-Aid in schools.

No this isn't a village version of Where's Wally but a celebration of the Millennium at Kingston House
following a procession through KB & S. If anyone can add any details of the occasion, please let me know. Ed

For Anoraks Only
Last month's note in Village Voices headed 'For Anoraks Only' seemed to lay down a challenge.
So where was Southmoor when the writer arrived in the village all those years ago. First | looked at
a website with 'Old Maps' and | could see that in 1960 an Ordnance Survey map showed 'Southmoor'
as the piece of land which is west of the Hanney Road and south of the Faringdon Road. It appears to
be a fruit tree area.The land currently occupied by the John Blandy estate was at that time shown as
Draycott Wood with Draycott Moor further north. Kingston Bagpuize is the main village area.
A few days later | happened upon Simon Dando, clearing leaves at the entrance to St John the Baptist
Church and in conversation he suggested | have a look at his wife Pat's book, entitled 'The History of
Alresford House'. Before turning many pages | found a map dated 1761 showing 'South Moore'
covering the area described above but also going across to quite a lot of land north of Faringdon
Road and both sides of what is now Draycott Road.
In another publication, from the Kingston Millennium Committee dated 1970, | found a piece which
said that in the Village Plan, approved by Berkshire County Council on 1969, 'it is strongly advised that
the parishes of Kingston Bagpuize and Draycott Moor should join to form one civil parish'.
At this point | started to wonder how 'Kingston Bagpuize' changed into 'Kingston Bagpuize with
Southmoor' and it struck me that perhaps the History Society might have some knowledge to
enlighten me and perhaps interest others. So it's over to them now. Roy Wolfe
